Hello, my name is Nikki and I am an alcoholic and a drug addict but, by the grace of God, the desire to drink and drug 
has been taken away from me.  
 
My life has drastically changed since the time I became willing to accept help.  For quite some time I tried to change 
myself.  I attempted to set “rules” for myself concerning alcohol and drugs such as I’ll only drink on the weekends and 
this list goes on and on.  These of course did not work and I would fail miserably every time.  Then I would end up 
drinking and drugging even worse than before because of the shame and guilt of utter defeat.  I was completely hopeless 
and I felt that I would never escape.  Yet it was only at this point when I had endured enough pain that something 
strange happened. 
 
When I finally admitted that I could not do anything about this obsession and addiction to alcohol and drugs I became 
empowered.  This sudden power is difficult to explain in words because it is so awesome.  I myself do not quite         
understand what happened.  To my rationalizing mind the whole thing is very contradictory, however I cannot argue 
with  results.  How can the act of admitting powerlessness give power?  The answer is so simple that I missed it for a 
long time, Jesus Christ.  My problem was not alcohol or a drug, my problem was leaving God out of my life.  
 
When I involved the only remedy for my disease, things changed very quickly.  Also, I have found this principle to be 
true in every aspect of my life, not just alcoholism.  As long as I am trying, God is not working. 
 
I have been sober for almost ten months and I have never been this happy-- not even as a child.  
 
You see, I was looking for something to fill the void in my heart and I could never consume enough alcohol or drugs to 
satisfy this longing.  I did not know it at the time but God had me right where He wanted me.  Today, I can honestly say 
that I am a grateful recovering alcoholic.   
 
God has a plan for each one of us and it is bigger and better than we can ever imagine.  If by chance you do not have a 
personal relationship with Jesus Christ I urge you to pray, for today is the day of salvation.  God is looking for honest 
hearts, not someone who is religious for one hour on Sundays.   
 
Our society today has a misconception that going to church is trying God and when that doesn’t work I think people feel 
like God can’t help them.  God will meet you wherever you reach out to Him.  Psalm 51 explains this concept of a     
broken heart as a sacrifice to God and it gives me great comfort.  I will be praying for you.
