He left
Germany, spent some time in England and againsadkee of friends in England and the
U.S. returned to Germany where he was arreste@48 and died in 1945 at the hands of the
hangman in a Gestopo prison. He died as he hed, livith faith in Jesus Christ.

One of Bonhoeffer's major works is "The Cost ofdipteship” which he describes as "cheap
grace". Cheap grace is forgiveness without repeetebaptism without discipline, grace with-

out discipleship. Costly grace calls us to folld@sus. It is costly because it demands our life
in response to the life of Christ. It is costlychase it condemns sin and justifies the sinner. It
