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                                            Pastor's  Devotion 
 
It seems that as I get older I have more questions and less answers than I did 10-20 years ago.  
God gets to hear my wonderings and asking for answers.  But this devotion is a time where 
my puzzlement is something I want to share with each of you. 
 
In the October 4. 2009 edition of  Parade Magazine a question was asked: "How has the cur-
rent recession effected church attendance?"  Christine Wicker responded: "During past finan-
cial downturns, many people reacted by returning to the religious fold. This time the reverse 
seems to be happening."  Just 7% of the respondents said they were attending religious ser-
vices more often, and 10% said they have been going to church less frequently since the recession began. 
 
All of this doesn't make sense to me.  Why would people turn from the church when the church could be the most bene-
ficial in their lives?  Maybe it is because those of us in the church are faithful in attending services, doing church work,  
trying to help others, etc., but fall short in nurturing  those in our community of faith. 
 
Our relationship with God is like any other relationship.  If you give and give and give without finding time for renew-
ing your spirit,  you're going to find yourself empty one day.  The solution, though, is not to withdraw from the church.  
It's to look to the Lord for help.  In the 23rd Psalm, the shepherd (God)  makes the sheep "lie down in green pastures" 
and leads them to "still waters".  Why? "to restore their soul"--all of us need this. We cannot survive without it. 
 
So what do you do?  If you are tired or burned out, say no to doing things right now if that's what it takes.  You say, 
"well, what will happen if I don't do them?"  Either someone else will step up or they won't get done.  Either way, the 
world won't end.  What is most important is your spiritual health.  Come to the church for nurture.  Come worship and 
go if that's what it takes.  Find a small group in the church or a group of Christian friends to meet with for no other pur-
pose than to ask the question:  "how is it with your soul?" 
 
Last of all, turn to Jesus because he said "take my yoke upon you and learn from me for I am gentle and humble in heart 
and you will find rest for your soul". 
 
We here at Yeager Church extend the arms of a nurturing loving God to all who are lost or struggling.  Perhaps we can 
be the face of Jesus in your life!

As many of you already know, I have been going on an elk-hunting trip to Colorado annually with my son and other 
Christian friends for many years now.  It is a wonderful time for me to spend with my son, as well as time for great 
Christian fellowship with my son and friends.  It is also a peaceful time to put cares of this world aside and reflect on the 
changes God has made in me, along with the many ways God has blessed my life, all while enjoying the beauty of 
God’s world.  It is a good time to remember that things like worrying about the past or the future keeps us from taking 
joy in the present. 
 
I just recently returned from a hunting trip in the mountains.  One of the most well known scriptures comes to my mind.  
Psalm 121:1-2:  “I will lift up mine eyes unto the hills, from whence cometh my help.  My help cometh from the Lord, 
which made heaven and earth.”  KJV.  Tindale’s Living Translation says it this way:  “I look up to the mountains – does 
my help come from there?  My help comes from the Lord, who made the heavens and the earth!” 
 
There is something about being in the mountains that makes a person feel closer to God.  The beauty all around you is so 
spectacular; you can see far below for miles and miles.  The air smells wonderfully fresh and clean.  It is so quiet and 
peaceful; the only sounds you hear are the sounds from nature.  It is a heart-moving experience just seeing an elk, the 
massive beauty of one of God’s creation, standing there in that beautiful setting.  It makes one wonder how anyone 
would not believe in God.  My hunting buddies told me I was ministering to them about Jesus while I was sleeping.  I 
guess I felt so close to Jesus, I was even talking about Him in my sleep. 
 
All these things made me begin thinking about the numerous references to mountains in the Bible.  Mountains make up 
the chief topographical feature of Palestine; therefore, they have deep meaning in the history of the region.  When the 
writers of the Bible mention mountains, they not only are referring to location, but, many times are referencing theologi-
cal ideas.  You will find this to be true in the Old and New Testaments. 
 
For instance, Mount Ebal and Mount Gerizim were more than geographical landmarks for the people of Israel.  They 
represented the blessing of obeying God’s law and the curses that resulted from disobeying His commands.  When the 
Israelites looked at these two mountains, which were the most prominent in central Palestine, they were to remember 
that the whole future of the nation depended on their choice between obedience or disobedience, blessing or curse.  You 
would think that would have moved them to obey the Lord.  It is amazing that most of the Israelites chose the curses, 
through their disobedience.  With these thoughts in mind, I begin to realize we have the same fundamental choices in our 
lives today.  We can live for ourselves or live to serve God.  When we choose our own way, we choose a dead-end road, 
but when we choose to live God’s way, we choose God’s blessings and we receive eternal life.  So lets all choose God’s 
ways and keep our lights shining for Jesus!!
