On this Sunday we not only took up a freewill offering in the con-
gregation for them, but the church also voted to donate $500 from our church mission budget to 
their cause.

The Witness Work Area will be headed up by Jack and Patti Atkinson and will include 
instruction and guidance on individual witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ, reach-
ing unchurched persons in our community, developing and training teams of volunteers to 
make calls in the community, and promoting the local church through various printed me-
dia, etc. 
 
In addition to these areas, there will be the continuing need for people of the church to be 
in leadership and administrative roles such as board members, caring for the church facili-
ties, etc.   
 
A program is now being put in place to recruit persons to serve in these areas, and all 
members are urged to be in prayer about their gifts and graces for  service and then to 
contact the named leaders to volunteer their services.
