Most Christians have read and reflected on this book of the bible and the quoted bible 
passage many times, and agonized over their inability to follow it.  The following article  
is food for thought written by Rev. Jim Downing, pastor of First United Methodist 
Church and Celebration Center  in Sedalia and it is reprinted  here with his permission.   
   
                                            
I love to read.  Reading can take us to places in our minds and hearts that no movie can ever touch.  And, don't 
get me wrong.  I love to watch movies as well.  We have heard it said: "a picture is worth a thousand words'' 
and that is so very true. Just go back through your family photo albums and you will see the truth of that state-
ment.  But isn't it also true that words can be worth a thousand pictures?  There are many words that have 
power and impact.  Being told you are of value and worth by someone who really matters in your life paints 
pictures of deep significance and beauty in your soul so that when you see that person, if even only in your 
mind, their words come back to bless and affirm you.  It is also true of words tragically spoken, words of con-
demnation, hurt or pain.  And that little rewind demon in your head says: "let's play 'em again, let's play 'em 
again".  And the visual images that march across your mind leave new scars of hurt or rejection or pain.  
Words.  They carry such power.  Words bless or break.  They lift up or bring us low.  They can heal or hurt.  
The Bible is chalked  full of word pictures, especially when it comes to words spoken by our tongues. 
 
In the book of James, it talks of a tongue being like a spark setting a whole forest on fire or like a horse need-
ing a bridle.  Psalms says "words contain the power of life and death."  Isn't that amazing and scary all at the 
same time?  I love that phrase by the child who was talking about love and comments, "Love is knowing your 
name is safe in their mouth."  That is life giving.  What a picture! 
 
As we begin a new year, let us covenant to watch our words, to use them wisely and well.  To offer words of 
life as the Author, The Word of Life, Jesus--guides our speech.  A timely word well spoken can bring about 
great good.  When praying use words.  When loving use words.  When living use words.  You may speak pic-
tures into existence of a world that can be when God guides our words.  May the Word who has become flesh 
dwell in our lives and lead us to conversations that life and heal and bless.
